2) Why does “due process of law” require that the prosecution prove guilt “beyond a reasonable doubt?”

3) Name some important elements of “due process of law?” Explain why each is important. (Hint:  Remember the 5th amendment.)

4) Pick a juror, describe the way he made up his mind at first, and tell whether you think his “thought process” is the proper way for a juror make up their mind?

5) Was there something in the movie you did not understand?  What was it?

6) Who was your favorite character (juror) in the movie?  Why?

7) Who was your lease favorite character (juror) in the movie?  Why?

8) If you were on the jury, would you have voted differently than the men in the opening portion of the movie?  Would you have been willing to hear arguments to try to change your mind?
